The EFORT meeting in London was a truly international mix of multidisciplinary orthopaedics.  As I queued for registration on the first day, I was immediately aware of languages representing Greece, Italy, Belgium and New Zealand, and discussion with others in the queue indicated surgeons and nurses and trainees and physiotherapists, all in the first 30 minutes!  With over 50 countries as members or associate members, EFORT really provides a global view of orthopaedics.  
The seminars are divided up into subject groups - general orthopaedics, upper limb, lower limb, spine, trauma/polytrauma, paediatrics and general education.  This allows delegates to plan their attendance to meet individual educational needs.  Any gaps in the programme are filled with poster or exhibition viewing, which is actually a multi-tasking event known as networking - the other reason for attending!  I attended a double session on ‘Implants and Biomaterials’ and one on ‘Hot topics in THA”. The mix of views evidenced in the presentations and particularly in the discussions was very thought provoking - a balance to our British focus on the issues.  It was well worth the one-day visit that I made with such a wide choice of seminars available and all in one venue.
